And finally here are a few precautions that you can take to lessen the likelihood of you becoming a victim of burglary:
· many burglaries happen when a door or window has been left open - in a private home or flat, lock up whenever you go out, with deadbolts if you have them

· in a hall of residence, be careful who you let in or who follows you into the building - lock your bedroom door even if you are only going down the corridor

· Don’t leave valuables visible through a window – close your curtains when you go out.
· mark your property with the initials of your university (e.g. BNU – Buckinghamshire New University) and your student ID number - this makes it harder for a burglar to sell stolen goods and can help the police to return items to you
